MARCH CLUB NIGHT RECOLLECTIONS - (By Editor)

Hey! Don’t forget folks! I'm the Editor, not the Reporter. Just once mord’ll try and help out with
some observations on Les Thorne’s désudl | hope the volunteer reporter will turn up soon!

LES THORNE - As you know, my way is not to try to describvib by blow, how the demonstrator
makes things. | just try to pick out useful, instive or interesting points that catch my attamtiand
add a few photographs for good measure if | caerels a selection:

The craftsman turner can ‘turn’ himself into anisainivhen he does ‘anti-turning’ on purpose; i.eéh{hk)
you don’thaveto be conventional in design or practice.

1. Working a bowl base - work out towards the rinaipulling action using the long grind on the
gouge with the flute turned right in. He even wiaim a pulling start to a pushing finish towards
the rim in a smooth, flowing action, without neeglio change foot position. It saves time.

2. Getting a high quality finish ‘off the tool’ doe®hhave to be the golden rule! The aim should be
to get a good sandable finish. 80-grit abrasivegseat tool!

3. If you want to say ‘what you see is what you gestjsay ‘wizzywig’ - see’'WYSIWYG'.

4. His project (see photographs) was a concept bavdr{t-bowl) which had evenly sized beads
from foot to rim outside, and an inside that had twmusual features; the bottom was domed
upwards and the interior walls were textured usirtigread chaser to scratch it.

5. On such work he uses a blow-torch to burn offfadl ‘hairy stuff’ but not necessarily to blacken,
although in our case he did darken the bow! sigaifily on the outside. He emphasised that a
blow-torch must be kept still/moved steadily and ‘lashed around’.

6. Some other accoutrements used, or recommended aviiere water spray, paper masks when
brushing off, plastic(not brass) rotary wheel bessta £7 hair dryer from ‘Tesco’ for blow-
drying, any old substantial, crumply plastic sagthva hole cut strategically for positioning to
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serve as a protective sheet for lathe etc., wheaysg, painting, colouring, oiling, etc.,

‘Chestnut’ ebonizing lacquers (or black car paihich is quite OK), liming wax applied with a

‘Sainsburys’ quality shoebrush (i.e. not a cheagptacky one), finishing oil (for washing off),

spray lacquer, very soft paste wax (in this cagtiegh unusually with aag straight on top of

liming wax after say half an hoytChestnut’ acrylic spray finish, melted 78s to bkick shellac,

an ‘Arbortech’ fitted with the small industrial-stdard (2) wheel. The whys and hows of all this

must be left to your memory or imagination if we & keep the size of this article within bounds.
7. Afew of Les’ observations along the way were....... hear cuts omoundtoolrests don’t work

too well, spray evenly with non-jerky action, gaWx looks messy on the style of bowl he

produced, liming wax gives a bluey effect over kla®llulose (= melamine) is still the best spray

finish but in this case would have removed othetsgtherefore acrylic used), inside shape of

bowls does nahave to follow the outside ling is better to use the toolrest across the &dee

bowl (not inside it) but move up to heavier toatsyau go deeper, the rim is often best made

thicker than the rest of the wall, keep tryinghk of different ways of surfacing and finishing.

Colin told us about the two chunky pieces
in oak (one bound neatly with cord) that were bofardch stately home sort of place. They had been
designed for purpose and looked the part perfedilgrtin Lawrence showed that magnificent bowl hwit
gold-filled crevices, and George King proved thallviurned beautiful timber will withstand compaoms
with any decorated items. His vase in Plum andl&nglish Walnut looked superb to my eye!
Dennis’ two miniature chairs were also superb gpital of him and his talent.

THE TRACY OWEN DAY AT THE MILL  (By Editor)

Let’s start with the three items made on the dag,lslow. It will be noted that the green edgedsg
platter/dish is typical of the work he explains alhgstrates in ‘Woodturning’ magazine. He washet
disappointed that he only managed these threegirdhe day.



Items that he brought to further exemplify his eatrapproach to turning are shown below: Again the
red and blue edged bowls are typical of one aspfebis approach to design, but the pot and ragged-
edged bowl above and the ‘Yew Burr’ bowl below desteate that his interest and capability are both
multi-faceted (not that we doubted it for a secohdourse). One aspect of his demonstration tegckani
that struck me with particular force is that hedsohothing back. If you pay attention you end up
knowing exactly how to make each piece.



Now, let me see if | can pick out any points oftgatar interest from my copious notes. It's aacie
that | manage to take in anything during these destnations. Let's see if they are listable, akfes:

1. Long-nosed expanding jaws are great for bowls, esipa being up to 1
2.
3. He believes strongly in the use of heavy duty serafor shear scraping to a fine finish before

Pulling the gouge features strongly in his bowl work.

final sanding. He has two, one in particular bemgis own design. Bevels are ground long (this
reminds me very much of the afore-mentioned Dektag's way with fearsome scraper bevels).
The plan view looking down on his own-design scrdpes an edge running at about 45° to the
parallel sides, but with the point generously reeohdff as a precaution. When shear scraping
make sure you cut in the right place on the edgenear the middle! His other heavy duty
scraper is a round-nose shape.

Power-Sanding: Always remove all tool marks with first grade of abrasive. He often starts at
120 and works up to 400 grit. He has twelve foau fype sanding arbors to save ripping off the
discs too often which damages the pads. He usesiithod of sanding almost exclusively.

He often decorates the feet of bowls etc. withxéuréng tool at the time it is still connected teet
spigot of which it is an extension.

He is entirely content with the Arbortech blade for decoration work (i.e. note toatrast with

the Les Thorne view).

7. Angle grinder discs are only suitable for achievanigurnt effect.

When using a figure-8 thickness gauge let the eng@d/ touch the bowl surface, but get used to
leaving a tiny gap on the (already finished) owdsid
Do not over-sand Yew; heat cracks occur all toadlirga

10. His colours are applied with an air brush (as noerdd by Max earlier).
11.Use a piece of formica to burn into a surface geool produces the same effect that we get from

using cheese-wire on a cylinder.

OK, I think that is the lot. Most of my other nstare about the various stages of making the iteams
demonstrated, but they are too crude to make deragyone starting cold. The important thing was t
BE THERE to see how the master proceeded!

SOME THOUGHTS ON DECORATION OF TURNED WORK  (By Editor)

Quotation from a Thai artist in a recent episod&lohty Don’s tour of world gardens screened by the
BBC:
“Beauty must be useful”(if someone pops up and says ‘discuss!” well famiegh.

The quotation recalls to mind several editorial8Moodturning’ magazine a couple of years ago @ th

theme that American turning was more focussed barat beauty, whereas in the UK we are more

concerned with functionality. The situation is tlwat absolute of course, and in any case theéheis

complication that American turners have ready actesimbers far more exotic than most of ours, and
they can produce visually pleasing effects muchemeadily
than we can, just by using those timbers. Howdwhink we
have to accept that true artistry is given to angmall
proportion of mortals, so most of us fall into tegegory of
craftspeople of varying degrees of ability. Astlsuge can work
away at achieving visually pleasing results, withatever
degrees of success we have in our beings. Thds keethe
thought that few of us have the ability to createkathat is
worthy of display for visual effect only. We mustave that to
the artists (amongst whose ranks we can include, ke a few
other Club members.)

Lacking artistic ability myself, | find that | ledngically, and almost automatically, towards makin
items that arenorefor use than ornament, whilst striving nevertheliescreate the most pleasing
appearance that my imagination is up to. | carteewoodturning with the main objective of exposing
the beauty of wood, not realising then that decmnatould also come into play. Ideas have devealope
over time though, and my instinct now is to stfiwemore decoration alongside pleasing timber ¢ffec
The purpose of the photograph (which is not a cete@uccess) was to show fiuactional items in my
lounge that illustrate something of the VFH apploathe Windsor Chair was the first project after
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retirement and aimed to allow Ash, EIm and fornrmiake an impact. The coffee table (in Bubinga
complete with some stable sapwood) has some fitadl dethe legs which is lost in this picture but
aimed to give that timber its chance to add a guplece of useful, everyday furniture. The stool
illustrates my first venture into decoration useugular inserts of pleasing timbers into seat @gys.

The same technique has been used in platters aoid &r family and friends. The table lamp in Oak
(negative shade for this photo) was an attempidorporate as many pleasing shapes as possibla into
single spindle; it works in practice better than ba seen in the photo. Finally, the small bowt he

the table lamp was my first, and was made undeditieetion of the aforementioned great Dennis May
one morning in his then workshop. It employed R&danother colourful timber boasting solid

sapwood. So there we are; all useful items buteweth an eye to appearance and impabénw,
would other members like to chip in with their ‘philosophies of turning’ please? We
should all be able to learn something useful fromaeh other!
