MIKE DARLOW AT THE MILL 27 OCTOBER 07 _ (By Ray Mellett)

The day was well supported by 25 members, was logaddf not controversial, and every one learntinsthing. At
the end of the day, he wondered that if he retumnedyear’s time would he find us doing what weafs did?
(One of my Quality professional gurus, Deming,edathat if you do what you always did, you will gétat you
always got! )



| feel he would find some, if not all of what he smaying to get across in techniques, would habbed off on the
attendees. And above all, it was different, esplgca it gave us food for thought. It made us khatout the
process of turning and that's not a bad thingt asllilead to more sympathetic turning.

During Mike’s introduction, when he said he woukldining more talking than turning, he ascertaihead the
audience comprised skill levels from the professido the novice yet to turn - a wide spreadafipetences,
which he met with panache. However, as he alsatasted, we all had the desire to turn, and turh, \wet he
somewhat caused a sharp intake of breath when,Hi®ouestioning, he wondered why we all had besmgu
techniques that were “wrong” for so long, and wérdrerefore serious enough. Julie set the recwaight when
she informed him that for us all, “turning oughta® fun”.

This broke the ice, and Mike then proceeded ttifjuisis contention through a question and answess®n, and
by observing the techniques employed by some wheseaf to participate in a practical manner - (nmes, no
pack drill!) Apart from a few difficulties with #nlanguage (a Birmingham lad living in Australiadastaying in
the Channel Islands) lecturing in the fringes oftNd&omerset), he proceeded throughout the dayaw sis what
an enthusiastic turner and prolific researchergdrauthor we had in our midst. His main theme wagpls-
woodturning is simple if only we would take the &no understand what was happening during the psoaie
turning. He contended that the task of the turesimply to “balance out the forces acting on t@’f in order to
allow the tool to perform its task .The body, marttl tool have to have one thing in common -bepl{@ihe

body has to be relaxed, the mind focussed, antbttesharp.) It is not a case of man versus maghont man and
machine in unison.

Before he described the various tools and theis,use described the basic actions happening dthiagurning
process, the forces acting on the tool, and thiepteyed by the shaving being cut. Whilst the shgyuts a
downward force on the top of the tool, this ide&lys to balanced by the opposite force acting enuttderside of
the tool emanating from the blank being turned. balancing of the forces can be gauged by the shiaghe
thickness of the shaving resulting from the cuté¢eall the right hand has to do is too provide‘theist” in line
with the tool direction. Seems simple! Mike tr#owed just how simple, demonstrating every nuaaoe,
wrinkle, with the clue being in the shaving comuf§the blank. He even demonstrated the balancingese
forces using only the left hand to turn! And thes&s no bevel rubbing either!

He demonstrated that stance was the most impgrgahof effortless turning (assuming the latheeists the
correct height). The feet should be spread (alsarsérvice “at ease” stance,) feet at right angléise axis of
rotation, but parallel to this axis, the body (foright-handed turner) to the left of the headste#t, such that with
the tool at about 30 degrees to the centre lirrehémdle rests on the right hip. The knees shaalglightly bent,
ready to swing or spring to the right, and the ggpas it would be when the cut is finished -damfortable.
(Alan Batty stated the same!)

But did we not all know this already? It soon appdanot, as one by one they came up to the laterteonstrate
their unigue method and approach. Not one wagcbm stance or position!

The next important aspect was the design and clobite tool. We were asked what angle we shagbdram,
and why. “But that's what we were taught” was gfemeral response, and many were able to proudiy air
tools. He was amazed that so many got such sat@fdcom using them as presented, and why so rhadybeen
badly taught! After the coughing and muttering, Mixplained why those roughing gouges presentacband 45
degrees were too steep, and again demonstrate8Qtid@grees was more suitable and effective. Hedadsthe
same for the skew, the inclusive angle being 30ed=y Sharp tools are essential, and should bpested before
the days turning begins. But the sharpening adimuld be consistent, easily achieved, and cheathi$ end, he
had designed a small jig, which could be cut frdy ppardboard, or similar material, using two naitspins to rest
on the circumference of the grinding wheel, whileuaat 30 degrees to this chord enables the ésblaf the
grinder to be set to the 30 degrees. (It is solsit@t | cut out on the bandsaw six, and insdtiedails, in less
than ten minutes!) He forgot his, and made twdarhorning at Derek’s before coming).

He next demonstrated the use of the roughing gdagig,as roughing and planing, then demonstraiedkhw,
for planing, making V cuts, beads and coves.

Not our fault, we had been taught wrong, we weieguimferior tools and we didn’t really know how sbarpen
our tools properly!! Cosman’s philosophy can beswed up:-

Streamline the sharpening/honing process: becausk geed to sharpen/hone frequently.

Tune your tools and jigs to the top level.

Learn, practice and understand the processes edolv

Now here was | hearing it all again at Mike Darleweekend at Portishead. The trouble is that veevkhat they
are right. I've heard it said that MD’s views aantroversial. Well maybe. Certainly different.

How about this for starters ‘If the bevel is ruldpithe edge isn't cutting’. ‘You DO NOT rub thevie Well

that’s one sacred cow slaughtered. Or was it#nktMD finally accepted that ‘rubbing the bevelagra necessary
preliminary to ensure that the tool and its cuttige approach the wood in a controlled mannehétitad got the
point across.

MD soon disabused us of any thoughts we had ofigagiblets, bowls, platters and such like appedikegnagic
before our eyes. No, if pushed he might switchdlkiee on sometime late afternoon and roll a feadise That is,
he said, if we hadn't all gone home. Derek E told that we were a tight fisted bunch and haviaigl pur
money we would be ‘sticking it out until the entfle seemed disappointed.

We assume the manufacturer’'s 45deg. sharpening antlie best on the roughing gouges, for instattamight
have been before the advent of high speed stBefs30deg. gives a cleaner cut and the edge idbtuemough
with HS steels (Bonnie Klein said as much but ghteafor 35deg). The grinder doesn’t put the besgke on a
tool and it removes steel (that costs money); &ired to use a diamond honing ‘stone’ between grirflts quick
and effective. Place the stone on the heel obéwvel and draw the stone across the cutting eage/ tvo swipes
is usually enough. Regrind when the cutting edgmines too wide.

Avoiding the dreaded dig-in is no real mystery. &#ou need is a firm, stiff tool (“Don’t we all'’n@ young lady
was heard to whisper) and ‘super sharp honed’ ediydern’ oval cross section skews are the wrshgpe for



efficient rolling of beads. The support pointasthe right or left of the cutting point resultinga torque on the
tool which can be difficult to control. Oval skeare okay for planing, but planing is straightfordiaSo buy a
conventional rectangular cross section skew. Aseectional thickness of 8mm. was suggested. r&efo
switching the lathe on practice ‘the cut’, checkiygrip, your stance and your body movement. Whaeking the
actual cut proceed in a positive firm manner, catgthe cut in one pass. Don't be tentative.

Meanderings in Munich _ (By ‘Snodgraz’)

I have been visiting Munich for the past thirty yedor work and pleasure, and now my son livesethiiere is an
added incentive. | am limited by teaching committeehut that my free time coincides with the Octéds is
purely coincidental.
